1. Both shows are ABGA sanctioned, therefore, all ABGA Sanctioned Show Rules Apply.

2. All entries must be registered with a recognized Boer Goat Breed Association—ABGA, International Boer Goat Association, USBGA, or Canadian Boer Goat Association.

3. There is no limit on the number of animals an exhibitor may enter in a class.

4. The original registration certificate is required at check-in.  No photocopies are acceptable. No applications are acceptable.

5. All goats must have legible tattoos or other means of permanent identification consistent with its registration certificate or the animal will be disqualified.  The top 5 in a class will be read as placing and recorded.  If the animal has a microchip as its permanent identification, the exhibitor is responsible for providing a microchip reader.

6. Birth dates, as listed on the registration certificate, will be used to determine the class divisions as required by ABGA.

7. All animals must be registered purebred, fullblood or percentage blood Boer goats.  Percentage doe classes are for goats 50% to 88%; Fullblood classes are for does that are 15/16 blood (93.75%) and higher, 31/32 blood (96.87%) and higher for bucks.  Progeny of fresh does will not be allowed in the ring.  At the discretion of the judges, goats may be let loose in the ring as a function of judging.  The Champion and Reserve classes will be chosen from the first and second place animals in that division of the show.

8. Any goat showing any pronounced defect, abnormality, disease, or does not agree with ABGA Breed Standards will be barred from the show in any breeding classes.  Artificial coloring will be a disqualification.  Any doe over 24 months of age that has not kidded and cannot prove a current pregnancy will not be allowed to show.

9. Out of state entries must provide a health certificate dated within 30 days of the show and each animal must be listed.

10. Pens will be available on a first come basis.  2 adult goats or 3 kids per pen. There will be no tack pens.

11. The Central Texas Livestock Center requires that only shavings are used for bedding. Shavings will be available for purchase.

12. Hay is permissible for feed only.

13. Show officials reserve the right to remove any person or persons from the show, facilities and grounds who demonstrate unsportsmanlike or inappropriate behavior either inside or outside of the show ring.

14. Although every precaution will be taken to protect the safety and comfort of the exhibitors, neither the show sponsors or show management assumes any responsibility in this matter and disclaims any liability, legal or otherwise, in case of accidents or loss of property.

15. An exhibitor shall not present an animal to be shown under a judge from whom it was purchased or possession taken within 90 days of the show.

16. Early entries, postmarked by 4/28/2008 are $20 per animal per show.  After 4/28/2008, there will be a late charge of $10/animal per show.  Substitutions are allowed the day of the show with no penalty.

17. The judge’s decisions are final.
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
